Synopsis

The computer team finished with a match
score of 4 out of 6 and a game score of 17%
out of 24. Belle got 5 out of 6 for a perfor-
mance rating of 2357; Nuchess 4/6 pf=2095;
Bee Bee 446 pf=1906; and BI0 4/6
pf=1864. One should compare this perfor-
mance to that of the computer team of four
~ years ago: Chess 4.9 4/6 pf=2168; Duchess

3/6 pf=1762; Belle 3/6 pf=1644; and Chaos
5/6 pf=1946.

The tournament organizers, Dennis ;
Glenn Peterson, Tony Cotell, Carol Jarecki,
and Steve Doyle, were most helpful in wel-
coming the computer team.
