‘Forty percent of those diagnosed with multiple
sclerosis (MS) will experience no interference with
their activities of daily living, while 75% will never
need a wheelchair. For those with physical or
cognitive challenges, certain functional changes
will need to occur within the occupational perfor-
mance areas of self-care, play/leisure, and work
(Wells, 1995).’

This issue of Work is devoted to workers with
MS. Rumrill, Battersby and Kaleta’s article pro-
vides the foundation for an understanding of the
etiology, incidence and prevalence of MS. The
